Action for World Solidarity (ASW) was founded in 1957. The association ASW supports projects in the South that are affected by hunger and poverty. At that time, the association was one of the first NGOs in Germany who denounced the inequality between rich and poor countries. For 50 years, through the efforts of its donors, the ASW was able to support many of the ideas and efforts of these community initiatives which, in turn, are committed to improving the living conditions of its people without waiting for government support. ASW operates now in Africa (Burkina Faso, Senegal, and Western Sahara, Zimbabwe), Asia (India) and Latin America (Brazil). The main objectives of the ASW are to support projects of local initiatives and organisations that have a positive local effect, improve the lives of people through collective initiative, protect the environment, defend political, social and cultural human rights and to support, strengthen and improve the situation of women.
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
